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Abstract

The chanting of Thai Buddhists had prayed since in the
contemporary Buddha, or it was witchcraft of rituals to make the Vedas or
the prosperity. Initially, recite chanting to the memory of the Buddha's word
only, when people hear the monks chant recited took rejoice and be
glad that hearing the monks chant recited such great prosperity. In ancient
times, there was no evidence of writing the inscription and must only

memorize each word to each other. The main teaching was called “oral
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tradition” by memorizing until remembered with heart. When the event one
occured, the monks were chanting the Buddha recited the words as
appropriate to the event. Currently, it was a part of the Buddhist way of
life, and must abide by the praying correctly to qualify as a true Buddhist. It
was believed that prayer was a holy priest chosen from the Buddhist

scriptures and it was called “Buddhist mantra” until this day.
